(Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics ) 
   A special goal of AAUW is promoting STEM 
education, especially for women and girls, who 
historically have not entered these fields in great 
numbers.

   Sandra Murdock, chair of this awards effort, has 
judged projects, mentored students, helped high school 
students, worked with the medical scholars program 
and started a new course at the World Aquarium in 
Marine Biology for high school sophomores and juniors.
